() - Period of lesser abundance

ABUNDANCE:
C — Common (more than 10 birds [or flocks] per day)
U — Uncommon (at least 1 bird [or flock] per day)
R — Rare (fewer than 1 bird per day)
V — Very Rare (fewer than 5 birds per year)
A — Accidental and casual (not occurring every year)

MALK — Mahood Lake, 630 m elevation
ROAD - Park Road: Spahats Ck to Park entrance, 700 m
CLLK — Clearwater and Azure Lakes, 680 m
RAYF — Ray Farm — Horseshoe — Alice Lake, 700 m
MULK — Murtle Lake, 1000 m
MTNS - Battle and Trophy Mountains, 1500-2500 m

PLEASE NOTE:
Abundance units are based on the number of individuals or (in
the case of gregarious species) flocks an experienced
birdwatcher, in appropriate habitat, might expect to see during
the season of that species' greatest abundance.
